TAXED AS CONTINGENT PAYMENT DEBT INSTRUMENTS — You should review carefully the section entitled “Certain U.S. Federal
Income Tax Consequences” in the accompanying product supplement no. 32-IX. Subject to the limitations described therein, in the opinion
of our special tax counsel, Sidley Austin LLP, the notes will be treated for U.S. federal income tax purposes as “contingent payment debt
instruments.” You will generally be required to recognize interest income in each year at the “comparable yield,” as determined by us,
although we may not make any payments with respect to the notes until maturity.

THE NOTES MIGHT NOT PAY MORE THAN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT — You may receive a lower payment at maturity than you would
have received if you had invested in the Basket Indices individually, the stocks or exchange-traded futures contracts, as applicable,
composing the Basket Indices or contracts related to the Basket Indices. If the Ending Basket Level does not exceed the Starting Basket
Level, the Additional Amount will be zero. This will be true even if the value of the Basket was higher than the Starting Basket Level at some
time during the term of the notes but falls below the Starting Basket Level on the Observation Date.
NO INTEREST OR DIVIDEND PAYMENTS OR VOTING RIGHTS OR RIGHTS IN THE EXCHANGE-TRADED FUTURES CONTRACTS —
As a holder of the notes, you will not receive interest payments, and you will not have voting rights or rights to receive cash dividends or
other distributions or other rights that holders of securities composing the Basket Indices (other than
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the S&P GSCI™ Excess Return Index) or rights that holders of the exchange-traded futures contracts on the commodities underlying the
S&P GSCI™ Excess Return Index would have.
CERTAIN BUILT-IN COSTS ARE LIKELY TO ADVERSELY AFFECT THE VALUE OF THE NOTES PRIOR TO MATURITY— While the
payment at maturity described in this term sheet is based on the full principal amount of your notes, the original issue price of the notes
includes the agent’s commission and the cost of hedging our obligations under the notes through one or more of our affiliates. As a result,
and as a general matter, the price, if any, at which JPMSI will be willing to purchase notes from you in secondary market transactions, if at
all, will likely be lower than the original issue price and any sale prior to the maturity date could result in a substantial loss to you.

Therefore, if the applicable currencies appreciate or depreciate relative to the U.S. dollar over the term of the notes, you will not receive any
additional payment or incur any reduction in payment at maturity.
LACK OF LIQUIDITY — The notes will not be listed on any securities exchange. JPMSI intends to offer to purchase the notes in the
secondary market but is not required to do so. Even if there is a secondary market, it may not provide enough liquidity to allow you to trade
or sell the notes easily. Because other dealers are not likely to make a secondary market for the notes, the price at which you may be able
to trade your notes is likely to depend on the price, if any, at which JPMSI is willing to buy the notes.
POTENTIAL CONFLICTS — We and our affiliates play a variety of roles in connection with the issuance of the notes, including acting as
calculation agent and hedging our obligations under the notes. In performing these duties, the economic interests of the calculation agent
and other affiliates of ours are potentially adverse to your interests as an investor in the notes.

Hypothetical Examples of Amounts Payable at Maturity

The following examples illustrate how the total returns set forth in the table on the previous page are calculated.

Example 1: The level of the Basket increases from the Starting Basket Level of 100 to an Ending Basket Level of 120. Because the Ending
Basket Level of 120 is greater than the Starting Basket Level of 100, the Additional Amount is equal to $230 and the final payment at maturity is
equal to $1,230 per $1,000 principal amount note, calculated as follows:

$1,000 + ($1,000 x [(120-100)/100] x 115%) = $1,230

Example 2: The level of the Basket decreases from the Starting Basket Level of 100 to an Ending Basket Level of 60. Because the Ending
Basket Level of 60 is lower than the Starting Basket Level of 100, the final payment per $1,000 principal amount note at maturity is the principal
amount of $1,000.

Example 3: The level of the Basket increases from the Starting Basket Level of 100 to an Ending Basket Level of 110. Because the Ending
Basket Level of 110 is greater than the Starting Basket Level of 100, the Additional Amount is equal to $115 and the final payment at maturity is
equal to $1,115 per $1,000 principal amount note, calculated as follows:

$1,000 + ($1,000 x [(110-100)/100] x 115%) = $1,115

Historical Information

The following graphs show the historical weekly performance of each Basket Index as well as the Basket as a whole from January 3, 2003 through
March 28, 2008. The graph of the historical Basket performance assumes the Basket level on January 3, 2003 was 100 and that each Basket
Index had the component weightings specified in this term sheet on that date. The closing level of the S&P 500® Index on March 28, 2008 was
1315.22. The closing level of the Dow Jones EURO STOXX 50® Index on March 28, 2008 was 3641.05. The closing level of the Nikkei 225 Index
on March 28, 2008 was 12820.47. The closing level of the S&P GSCI™ Excess Return Index on March 28, 2008 was 828.0755. We obtained the
various index closing levels and other information below from Bloomberg Financial Markets, and accordingly, make no representation or warranty
as to their accuracy or completeness.
