contemplated herein, such notes will be valid and binding obligations of JPMorgan Financial and the related guarantee will constitute a 
valid and binding obligation of JPMorgan Chase & Co., enforceable in accordance with their terms, subject to applicable bankruptcy, 
insolvency and similar laws affecting creditors’ rights generally, concepts of reasonableness and equitable principles of general 
applicability (including, without limitation, concepts of good faith, fair dealing and the lack of bad faith), provided that such counsel 
expresses no opinion as to (i) the effect of fraudulent conveyance, fraudulent transfer or similar provision of applicable law on the 
conclusions expressed above or (ii) any provision of the indenture that purports to avoid the effect of fraudulent conveyance, fraudulent 
transfer or similar provision of applicable law by limiting the amount of JPMorgan Chase & Co.’s obligation under the related guarantee.
