redemption payment of $10.2625, which includes the contingent quarterly payment with respect to the tenth determination date.

Examples 3 and 4 illustrate the payment at maturity per security based on the final stock price.

In Example 3, the closing price of the underlying stock remains below the downside threshold level throughout the term of the securities. As a
result, you do not receive any contingent quarterly payment during the term of the securities and, at maturity, you are fully exposed to the decline in
the closing price of the underlying stock. As the final stock price is less than the downside threshold level, you receive the cash value (or a number
of shares of the underlying stock equal to the exchange ratio), calculated as follows:

the cash value = $10 x $14.50 / $29.00 = $5.00

In this example, the cash value you receive at maturity is significantly less than the stated principal amount. Please note, however, that the exchange
ratio is less than 1.0 in this example so that only a fraction of a share of the underlying equity would be deliverable for each security if we were to elect
to deliver shares.
